Ask God to guide the Church Partnership team as its members gather in Texas to set goals and get
to know new teammates better. Pray for good times of connection and encouragement, as well as
clear vision for the year to come.

Pray for wisdom in matching recent graduates with churches seeking to host Christar Church
Ministry Residencies. Ask God to use this program to equip participants for effective service in 
communities around the world."

Please pray for our U.S. Director, Jim, and his wife, Kari, as they spend much of March in Europe.
Ask the Lord to guide Jim as he speaks at a fieldworkers’ conference March 16-20, and to bless
them both as they connect with Christar International leadership in Spain.

Praise God for providing needed prayer and financial support for a worker hoping to leave for the 
field this month. Ask the Lord to supply his necessary visa as well.

Pray for wisdom in matching recent graduates with 
churches seeking to host Christar Church Ministry 
Residencies. Ask God to use this program to equip 
participants for effective service in communities around 
the world.

Praise God for filling several key staff needs in the CMCUS. 
Pray for grace for each one in fully acclimating to their new 
roles and ask the Lord to use them mightily for His glory.

Ask the Lord for wisdom in preparations for Manarah, 
a two-week training in understanding and sharing the 
gospel with Muslims, held in Michigan. Pray He will bring 
many people to this experiential program and use them to 
introduce Muslims to the good news.

Pray for appointees who just returned from a vision trip to 
explore ministry opportunities in several countries. Ask God 
to guide them about where and how He would have them 
serve.   

Praise God for Christar workers from the Philippines seeking 
to establish numerous churches among least-reached people 
groups in their homeland. Pray for wisdom in developing 
leaders in four of these church plants.

Rejoice that a church established 17 years ago in the Middle 
East has begun to see “granddaughter” church plants in 
South Asia. Pray for wisdom and godliness for the leaders of 
these new third-generation fellowships. 

Pray for wisdom for workers around the world in preparing for 
Easter outreaches, and ask God to soften the hearts of those 
who will attend.

Thank God for bringing new students to English class 
outreaches in Japan. Ask Him to use the Bible lessons that 
are part of each class to give students a desire to know Him. 

Praise God for enabling Christar workers and local believers 
to provide food in two Muslim communities after landslides 
cut them off from receiving supplies. Ask the Lord to use this 
demonstration of His care to open hearts to the gospel.

Praise God for a group of believers in Central America 
who recently completed a 10-day training program in 
understanding and sharing the gospel with Muslims. Ask Him 
to work through them as they apply what they learned.

Pray for wisdom for two college students seeking to use their 
communications skills in ministry. Ask the Lord to guide them 
as they consider internship opportunities.

Thank God for a group of believers at an international church 
in the Far East that is growing in unity and passion for sharing 
the gospel. Ask the Lord to use them to introduce many 
people in their city to the good news. 

Pray for encouragement and continued boldness for two 
local believers in Central Asia who are faithfully sharing the 
gospel but haven’t seen many people trust in Christ. Ask God 
to bless their efforts with fruit. 

Ask the Lord to guide a young woman who spent three 
months in the Middle East as she considers her next steps 
in ministry.

For Partner Churches
Pray for long-term impact as a partner church in Indiana 
holds a missions conference, seeking to increase the 
congregation’s involvement in God’s global work.

Pray for wisdom for leaders at a church in Illinois in 
restructuring its mission efforts for maximum impact.

Praise God for the pastors participating in a five-week 
cohort focused on opportunities for ministry in South Asia. 
Ask Him to guide them as they explore how their churches 
can be involved. 

Lift up a network of churches that is gathering in South 
Carolina with the goal of growing in their ministry of 
sending. Ask God to raise up many new workers to serve 
among the least-reached from these congregations. 

Praise the Lord for a missions pastor from a sending church 
in Ohio who is joining the Christar International board. Pray 
for wisdom for him as he seeks to be used by God in this 
new role.
